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COVID-19 Holmer Green Cricket Club Practice Protocol and Risk Assessment Form

To play at HGCC, please note the following:

You must

· be a member of HGCC for the 2020 Season
· have a reserved booking in advance 
· have read and agree with the ECB / HGCC rules and that you will comply fully with them
· not book practice sessions if you are symptomatic of COVID-19, living in a household with a possible COVID-19 infection or if you are classified as extremely vulnerable on health grounds
· not be ‘self-isolating’

· comply with Government Guidelines for the health and safety of all

· always stay at least two metres apart from others (who are not from your own household)
· understand that if you do not comply with these rules that you will not be permitted to book another nets session
The HGCC grounds are only accessible to members with valid bookings, made in advance of attendance.
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	Managing Arrival and Leaving Times – Booking system
	Transference of COVID-19 due to different groups of people being in close contact with each other at gate / car parking areas / nets / on outfields

Too many people arriving to practise at nets at once
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Booking system in place which respects Data Protection laws to manage access and to control demand and to support contact tracing

· Maximum of 4 persons per household
· Advise members to arrive on time 
· Members must not overstay allocated time slot
· Members must not stay to socialise

· Members must be clear of the nets area before the next members enter

	Opening / Unlocking gate at beginning of session and locking gate at the end of session


	Transference of COVID-19 via lots of different people touching metal surfaces, e.g. gate and combination lock causing illness
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Controlling access to and egress from site via locked gated and signage. 
· Cleaning of combination lock and areas of gate being touched. 
· Only session manager to touch gate.

· Gate to be opened at start of session and closed and locked at end.

	Car Parking


	Transference of COVID-19 due to different groups of people due to cars parking too close to each other
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· There is lots of space in the car park as the club is shut so club members must park at least 2 meters away from the nearest vehicle

· Members should avoid arriving at the club via public transport if at all possible

	Use of nets / outfields


	Transference of COVID-19 due to different groups of people being in close contact with each other at nets / on outfields
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Only one net 1 to be used 

· Mobile net can be used on artificial pitch on the square

· Social distancing of at least 2 metres to be maintained at all times (unless members of the same household)

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	Personal Cleanliness
	Transference of COVID-19
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Wash hands at home before and after using outdoor facilities at HGCC / 

· Avoid touching face / 

· Sneeze or cough into elbow or tissue and then throw tissue immediately into bin

· Members to bring own hand sanitiser where possible and use before and after net session

	Touching / leaning against net structure


	Transference of COVID-19 via lots of different people touching metal / plastic / wooden surfaces
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Do not touch or lean against Net structure unnecessarily

· Avoid touch points where possible

	Social Distancing -greater than 2 metres apart minimum (unless from the same household)
	Transference of COVID-19
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Members must remain at least 2m apart at all times and not handle the same items

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	Batsman / Bowler Change Over (unless from same household)
	Transference of COVID-19
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, company reps on Site and their household members and Club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Take care to remain at least 2m apart and not handle the same items

· When putting on protective equipment do so at least 2m apart

	Dehydration / hunger
	Feeling tired or unwell due to lack of food and water
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Clubhouse closed with no access to drinking water

· Members should bring own water and food if required

· Members should take bottles and food away and must not leave them in the vicinity of the nets or on the outfield

	Sharing of equipment, e.g. bats, pads, gloves, helmets
	Transference of COVID-19
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Use own equipment. No sharing of equipment outside of household members

· If members do not have the required protective equipment they will not be permitted to use the net facilities

Session Manager to oversee
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	Cricket balls
	Transference of COVID-19 via spitting on balls / using sweat on balls
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Where possible members should use their own ball

· There will be club provided balls if required. Members should take one ball and only use this throughout the session. 

· Ball should be returned to a different bag

· Ball must NOT be shared

· no saliva or sweat should come into contact with the ball at any time 

· Batsman must not touch the ball with hands even with gloves on. The ball should be returned to the bowler either by hitting with the bat or kicking back with the foot

	Bowling machine
	Transference of COVID-19 via lots of different people touching metal / plastic / wooden surfaces
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· If the bowling machine is used it must only be operated by one person for the session

· No other person other than the operator must touch the bowling machine (unless in an emergency situation) or the balls

· Batsman must not touch the ball with hands even with gloves on. The ball should be returned to the bowler either by hitting with the bat or kicking back with the foot

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	Running down the net lane (if not from the same household)


	Transference of COVID-19 via Bowler getting too close to batsman
	Club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Bowler to only go down as far as their run up follow through.

	Litter / rubbish
	Transference of COVID-19 via touching contaminated rubbish / litter
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Litter / rubbish must be removed from the nets area by the members and put in the bins by the clubhouse

· All bins are open so rubbish can be put hin them safely

	Someone gets ill or injured during the practice session 
	Lack of medical assistance 

Transference of COVID-19
	Club members visiting site to practise
	· First aid kit will be available however for minor injuries members would have to self-administer (unless a household member present)

· For more serious illness or injury then session manager or club member to ring 111 or 999

· Trained first aider not available for net sessions
	Club members

Session Manager to oversee
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	Leaving Personal belongings at Club
	Transference of COVID-19 via touching contaminated personal belongings
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Members should leave nothing behind – cricket equipment, clothing, sanitiser, sun cream, etc

	Clubhouse / Tea Pavilion / Toilets / Showers / Changing Rooms
	Transference of COVID-19 via lots of different people touching metal / plastic / wooden surfaces and subsequent need for cleaning
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· No access to any facilities which remain closed

· Members to use own toilet facilities before arriving at ground
	Club members

	Groundsman / Other Contractors and Volunteers
	Transference of COVID-19 via contact with people from outside their households
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, club reps on site and their household members and club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Members using the nets should avoid approaching Groundsman or other volunteers who may be working to minimise risk to them and their families

· Social distancing of not less than 2 metres to be maintained
	Club members

Session Manager to oversee
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	Review Cycle
	Transference of COVID-19 via too close contact between Club members due to non-compliance of rules
	Groundsman, volunteers, contractors, company reps on site and their household members and Club members visiting site to practise and their household members
	· Regular review of compliance with the rules via discussion with Session Managers and club committee

· Booking system / Session managers to stay in place until ECB Guidance is changed
